NEWSTEAD PARISH COUNCIL.

Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held in the Summit Room of Newstead Miners Welfare Community Centre

on Wednesday 4" April 2007.
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Present: Clirs. P.A. Wise (Chairman), /. Booth, P. Bateman, P. Burnham, D. Carless, W. Evans,
J.S. Flanders, V. Leivers-Millership and R. Milliken.

County Councillor J. Lonergan, Borough Councillor J. McCauley, PC Andy Vale, three members of the
public and a member of the press were also in attendance.

Apologies for absence . All Councillors were present.

Declarations of interest: There were no declarations of interests.

Approval of the Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 7 March 2007, The Minutes of the Parish
Council meeting were approved and were signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from the Minutes.

The event for the opening of the skate park had not yet taken place. This is still pending and could be for
some time. This is on-going. The park is being well used by residents and visitors.

A new gate to the skate park has been installed, but there are still concerns over the back exit which is
being used by bikers to access the park. The crossing of the main road is dangerous. Gedling BC is
liaising with the Forestry Commission over access to the woods opposite the park. This remains ongoing.
The report from Nick Crouch of Notts CC on Hopping Hill has now been received. Cllr Carless is seeking
funding for Hopping Hill. There is a problem of Japanese Knotweed close to the Cemetery car park
despite the efforts of the Parish Council. Quotes would be sought from specialist companies by Cllr
Carless. This is on-going. Mr Mick Lievers has agreed to deal with this problem.

Cllr Carless informed the Council that a funding application had been made for the Hopping Hill site.
Information is still awaited.

One bus shelter on Hucknall Road remains damaged.

The waste bin in the car park has been used for the disposal of dog faeces and needs to be

emptied. Gedling BC would be contacted again and a larger bin and dog bin would be requested. This is
still awaited.

The Council has now five litter pickers.

It was reported that the problem over the intimidating behaviour of a group of youths and litter outside
the Take-away on Tilford Road had eased but not stopped entirely. The take away is closed at the
present time.

It was reported that the larger pot holes on Annesley Cutting had recently been marked out for repair.
The road surface however remains a problem.

A meeting to discuss the contents of the letter from the Commission for Rural Communities re the
strengthening of the role of local councillors would be held on Wednesday 2" May commencing at
7.30pm.

The IN and OUT signs at the Cemetery have been positioned.

The planting of the car park would be undertaken by Anthony Clarke. The planting would be low
maintenance and include native plants and trees. The Clerk would check with Mr Clarke re availability.

It was agreed to commence the investigation into the proposed extension of the Cemetery. Quotes would
have to be sought for removal of some trees. This remains on-going.

The Chairman has spoken to Sue Budden re Parish Plan.

The Chairman adjourned the meeting so that members of the public could discuss parish matters with
councillors.



ClIr. J. McCauley thanked members of the Council for the welcome and friendship which he had received
during his term of office. The Chairman thanked him for his work for the village.

Pc Andy Vale spoke about the setting up of a local neighbourhood group to prioritise policing issues. He
made comment on the issue of anti-social behaviour in the village.

It was reported that a van had been burnt out on Musters Road recently. The police had been informed
but did not attend until the following day allowing items of potential evidence to be removed from the
vehicle.

Cllr. Lonergan informed the Council that funding had been secured to finance a PCSO who would be
based in Ravenshead. He said that it was very important to report crime as several reports would
emphasise the gravity of the incident.

He congratulated local residents on the work done to lessen the effects of the proposed restoration of
the NE tip at the former Annesley Colliery.

He commented that the preparation of Parish Plans draws opinion from residents but he regretted that
they were, in the main, ignored by the Borough Council.

He said the fight for Top Wighay would continue and he thanked members of the Parish Council and Clir
McCauley for all the work that had been done over the past four years.
